FIRST INSTALLATION

Installing your telephone:

- Make the various connections on the base.
Connect the telephone line cable to the
telephone wall socket or to the box, and plug
the power cable into a mains socket.

- Insert the batteries into the handset.

Before you start using your phone, charge the

batteries for 15 hours.

& Use only the AC adapter and rechargeable

batteries supplied with your phone.

During the call:

- Press &% until you select the INTERCOM option.

- Press X and select the handset with which you
want to make the 3-way conference.

- Press and hold %k on the calling handset to
establish the conference.

Message playback and delete

- X/ & or 9 to select ANS. MACHINE / &, / to
select MSG PLAYBACK / 2, to start playback.

- During message playback you can select %, ,
then & or @ to select the option to delete the
message in playback.

Change the number of rings

- X/ & or 9 to select ANS. MACHINE / 2,/ &
or @ to select TAM SETTINGS / MuEﬁu to select
ANSWER DELAY / A or ¥ to select 2 - 8 RINGS
or TIME SAVER / % .

Access your answering machine remotely

Dial your telephone number / while playing the per-
sonalised outgoing message, press ¥ and dial your
remote access code (master PIN code 0000).

Setting the answering machine language

- 2K/ & or 9 to select ANS. MACHINE / 2%,/ & or
¥ to select TAM SETTINGS / &,/ A or 9@
to select LANGUAGE / %X, / & or @ to choose the
desired language %, .

This telephone is built-in with Basic Call Block
feature*. This feature will help you avoid nuisance
calls by only allowing some numbers to make your
phone ring. Default setting of Basic Call Block in
this telephone is OFF but you can enable it via your
phone settings, as explained in the following
paragraphs.

*This feature requires a subscription of Caller Line
Identification service from your telephone service
provider.

CALL BLOCK OVERVIEW

Setting | Explanations

OFF Call Block function (Block all call with
numbers) is Disabled.

This is the default mode.

ON Call Block function is set to On.
Numbers registered in the black list
will not go through and the phone will
ring silently.

Numbers can be added to the list
while the phone is ringing and / or
after a call (to enable, see part 1).

ANONYM | This extra feature allows you to
block call that do not have a number
attached to them (ie private calls,
international calls, etc).

This option can be enabled on top of
any of the previous four (to enable,

see part 2)

1. Manual call block mode

Manual call block is the easiest option when starting
out. When you chose ON in the call block settings,
all calling numbers registered in your blacklist will
be blocked. You can add/remove numbers from that
list at any time.

How to block an incoming call:

When the phone is ringing and before answering,
press @ will terminate the call and offer you the
option to register the number to the blacklist in one
click.

Then to confirm the registration of this number in
the blacklist, press &, .

IMPORTANT : if you don’t confirm, the number will
not be added to the blacklist and the next call will
go through normally.

1.1. Enable MANUAL mode

[ MENU "j‘ CALL BLOCK BLOCK SET OFF

1. Press,X,, press & or ¥ to select CALL BLOCK.
2. Press X, , press & or 9to select BLOCK SET.
3. Press &, , press & or 9to select ON.
OR

In idle mode, press @ to access BLOCK SET. directly.
After you enable this option, the call block icon @
will be displayed on the LCD.

1.2. Add numbers to Blacklist

In idle mode,

1. Press @ key, BLOCK SET. is displayed, or
Press 3%, to press & or ¥ to select CALL BLOCK,
press &, to show BLOCK SET.

2. Press & or ¥ to select BLOCKLIST.

Press &, , press & or @ to select ADD, enter

number to be blocked, press &, to save.

NOTE: 2 more ways to add incoming and outgoing
call numbers in Block list:
1. From incoming call numbers
- Press &, , press & or @ to select CALL LIST.
- Press &, , press & or @ to select call list entry.
- Press &, , press & or ¥ to select to ADD to BLIST.
- Press &, to show selected number,

press 2, to save to Block list.
2. From outgoing call numbers
- Press @ , press & or ¥ to select redial list entry.
- Press &, , press & or ¥ to select to ADD to BLIST.
- Press &, to show selected number,

press 2, to save to Block list.

1.3. Edit numbers in Blacklist

In idle mode,

1. Repeat step 1 and 2 in Section 1.2.

2. Press &, , press & or ¥ to select EDIT, press
A or 9 to select number to be edited, press &
to edit, and then press 2 to save.

1.4. Delete numbers in Blacklist

1.4.1. Delete a humber from blacklist

In idle mode,

1. Repeat step 1 and 2 in Section 1.2.

2. Press ¥, , press & or @ to select DELETE,
press & or ¥ to select number to be deleted,
press 3, , to confirm.

1.4.2. Delete all numbers from blacklist

1. Repeat step 1 and 2 in Section 1.2.

2. Press &, , press & or @ to select DELETE ALL,
press 2, , CONFIRM? is shown, and then
press &, to confirm.

2. Anonymous call block mode

This feature allows you to block numbers that do
not display a number on your phone. It can be en-
abled or disabled independently from the previous
call block modes.
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1. Press X, , press & or ¥ to select CALL BLOCK.
2. Press &, , press & or @ to select BLOCK
ANONYM.
3. Press X, , press & or ¥ to select one of the
options.

2.1. Block Private Calls

This mode will block incoming calls that have been

purposely kept their numbers private from you.

In idle mode,

1. Press @ key, BLOCK SET. is displayed, or
Press 3%, to press & or ¥ to select CALL BLOCK,
press 2%, to show BLOCK SET.

2. Press & or 9 to select BLOCK ANONYM.

3. Press X, , press & or @ to select PRIVATE,
press &, to confirm.

4, @ will be displayed on the lower side of LCD.

2.2. Block All Anonymous Calls

This mode will block all incoming anonymous calls,

including private calls, international calls, pay phone

and other out-of-area calls.

In idle mode,

1. Repeatstep 1 and 2 in Section 2.1.

2. Press X, , press & or @ to select ALL, press &,
to confirm.

3. @ will be displayed on the lower side of LCD.

2.3. Set Block Anonymous Calls OFF

In idle mode,

1. Repeatstep 1 and 2 in Section 2.1.

2. Press X, , press & or ¥ to select OFF, press
2K, to confirm.

3. @ will only disappear from the LCD if the regular
call block (see 1. And 2.) is also set to OFF.

IN CASE OF A PROBLEM

In general, if there is a problem, remove the batteries
from all of the handsets. Disconnect your device.
Wait approximately 1 minute.

Reconnect the power supply and reinsert the
batteries.

SAFETY

This telephone is not designed for Emergency calls
when the main power fails.

Do not use your telephone to notify a gas leak or
other potential explosion hazard.

Do not open your device or its power supply to
avoid risk of electrical shock.

Do not attempt to open the batteries, as they
contain hazardous chemical substances.
